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in this AARCOVER story knocked it out of the park later in the game. Our 
All-Stars are comprised of a set of AARC members who installed the UHF 
repeater at Texas State, an AARC member who built an Allstar node, a 
combined team of AARC members and Texas State employees who got it running, and a piece of 
hardware that would at first be branded a security risk and a rogue robot! 

[See the April 2018 of the AARCover for Part IV. Recall that there were some security concerns 
and obstacles with Richôs HOA. Persistence paid off. Continue reading for the finale. ïEd] 

A month passed [since submitting the request to IT to install the Raspberry Pi and open firewall 
ports ïEditor] and we then heard that the Information Security Office wanted to see the proposed 
location of the node. This was viewed as a positive indication because it was not a flat-out refusal.  
Meanwhile, I searched for faculty members who might be willing to host the node at their resi-
dence. I reasoned that it would be easy to find a host; the node was small, it drew very little power, 
and it would not invade one's privacy at home. 

One individual who lived near campus, an extra-class operator, was willing but could only locate 
the node in a closet. This would require a wifi connection, which was not as desirable as a cabled 
connection. Another staff person who lived mere blocks from the engineering building looked at me 
as if I were an alien when I explained what we were asking. I had no idea that there was such fear 
of a Raspberry Pi running on LINUX! Another faculty member living in San Marcos said he'd run it 
past his wife; never heard from him again. Another faculty member and fellow ham in the Math de-
partment would have been willing - but he had recently moved to Kyle. Yet another faculty member 
living in San Marcos, who was a ham way back when it was know-code, said he'd be willing - but 
then a month later he bought a home outside of town. 

The list goes on. At this point I was ready to canvass businesses near Texas State and try to offer 
them an exchange deal: if they hosted the node we'd send regular student business their way. 

Finally, on December 15, we were informed that IT Security had configured the ports but they were 
unable to test to make sure everything was working because they claimed that the device was not 
connected.  December 15th is at the end of the semester. Finals are over, grades are uploaded, 
and most faculty have disappeared. Staff also take some time off over Winter Break. It was not un-
til January 12th that we could test the set up. Roy Walker WA5YZD and Tom Apel K5TRA gra-
ciously drove to Texas State to test the node. 

It wouldn't connect. We were heartbroken. Our Lab Coordinator, Sarah Pierce KD5FWK had been 
our liaison with IT Security. She was unable to SSH into the device from her office. Discussions 
ensued between all parties. 

Fast forward nearly two months to March 6th; Sarah still could not remotely access the node and 
Tom could not see it as active. It appeared that the firewall configuration changes did not solve the 
problem. 

At this point I was starting to feel like we were trapped in one of Zeno's Paradoxes... we were mov-
ing forward but each step was half the distance of the last. Expressed as an infinite series of steps, 
we would never make it to the goal. 

It seemed hopeless - but perhaps all was not lost! Perhaps the faculty member who purchased a 
home in the Hill Country might have better reception than from my QTH.

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Tom, K5TRA, gave the great suggestion of driving out to the property and 
trying to hit the BARC1 repeater with an HT - and it was full quieting on 
one watt! We had a backup plan! And best of all, this neighborhood had no 
restrictions. 

Lest the process at Texas State seem boring, installing the Allstar node was not without exciting 
moments. On May 11th I received an email from Bill Stapleton AG5GA, the faculty member whose 
office was hosting the node (and the ports). He told me that the Allstar node was mysteriously 
missing when he came in that morning, and that he sincerely hoped I was the one who took it. My 
heart skipped a beat and then my pulse doubled! But it was KD5FWK who'd taken it to her office to 
run more tests. Whew! 

Testing continued internally, and on June 14th Sarah said that it was time to get everyone together 
for the final debug which was hoped to be the final inning of the game. Since we were in summer 
session it was easier to assemble all the principal players and including IT Security. We all con-
verged on Bill AG5GA's office (he was in class, teaching Digital Logic) and busted out a bunch of 
laptops and tablets.  Magical incantations and ululations were uttered by IT. Tom K5TRA purged 
just the right amount of magic smoke. 

It worked! It was actually working! Roy WA5YZD went out on the patio and using his HT was able 
to hit one of the Austin repeaters - and we heard him! We had been working on this for 8 months 
and 12 days - not that anyone was counting. 

As an engineer I cannot conjure up the words to describe the feeling at that moment. I suppose 
this is how someone feels when they homer in the bottom of the ninth to win the game - or when 
the Publisher's Clearing House van pulls up in their driveway with that ten foot wide check for big 
money. 

Now we are well-positioned for the upcoming academic year. New officers were elected at BARC 
and they seem like go-getters. The BARC1 UHF repeater is linked via Allstar. An EE Senior De-
sign team built a portable UHF backyard repeater that will work nicely at events. And the radio 
room in the new engineering & science building (Ingram Hall) will be fantastic! We will have an 
FT-991, a K3S, and a 6700 for training and instructional purposes. I've also been told that the 50' 
tower with steerable Yagi for the roof was approved! 

At the end of day, the All-Star team of AARC and TXST won the game. We've entered a new era 
of amateur radio for our students. 

Hello World - here we come!
